Crazy to the World, Saved to the Lord
Acts 26:24-25

Summary of the sermon

To the king and to the people present, Paul was completely out of his mind. His teaching, his testimony, and
his task seem crazy to all who were listening. But Paul is not crazy, he is saved.

The previous verses 13—22 reveal the teachings that could not be accepted. Paul saw a great light, and he
personally met the Lord Jesus Christ. And every person who has ever been saved has been saved the very same
way. Light has entered into our hearts giving knowledge to the glory of God, and we personally come to know
Christ as savior so we can confess with our hearts He is Lord.

Verses 4—12 reveal how Paul’ s testimony could not be accepted. Paul was a religious man, he was a zealous
man, he was of considerable wealth, position, power, and influence, yet he gave everything up to live a completely
changed life. Christ became priority over all the things that used to be important and govern his life.

Lastly, verses 16—22 reveal that his task could not be accepted. Paul was to go to the gentiles, to the world, to
proclaim Jesus Christ, the gospel. We too have been given this task, the great commission. In fact this was the
very reason we received the light and were saved in the first place.

Paul was not crazy, he was saved. Paul will always seem crazy to the world. When Paul doesn’ t seem crazy to
the world, then Paul must not be living his Christian life to the fullest. Do you seem crazy to the world? Or, do
you fit right in and nobody can tell the difference. Be proud that the world will always think a Christian is crazy,
because you are not crazy, you are saved. What' s crazy is not knowing the almighty God who has made Himself
known, to be picked up, made clean, and brought into His love for eternity.

Nurture and grow what God has given you, until one day you too, let the fact that you are saved mean
absolutely everything, and let it fully determine every thought and action in your life.
