“ Divine Preparation ’
Exodus1-2

Along with Abraham and David, Moses is perhaps the most significant personality in the entire Old
Testament, It was Moses through whom God gave Israel the revelations of the Law, the sacrifice, the
priesthood, and the tabernacle. It was through Moses that God administered his governance over the twelve
tribes of Israel. It was through Moses that Israel was supematurally led and miraculously provided for during
their 40 years of wildemess journey. Indeed, Moses was a great spiritual leader in the history of Israel. But
this did not happen overnight. It involved a long process of preparation. In Exodus 1-2, we can discover 4
factors of divine preparation in the foundational/developmental phase of Moses' Iife. First, there was the
factor of his cultural and historical background. Moses was bom as a Hebrew at a time when his people
were enslaved in Egypt. Such cultural identity and historical context would determine the very nature of
Moses'  future commission. Although he was bomn in an abject situation, he would find his esteem in his
spiritual heritage (of God' s chosen people). Second, there was the factor of his birth and early childhood
situation. During those particular years, as a male child born to a Hebrew slave family, Moses life was
endangered. But through divine providence, he was rescued and adopted by the princess of Egypt. As he
himself was delivered from such a perilous situation, he would later be instrumental in delivering his own
people from bondage of slavery in Egypt. Significantly, his name, “Mosheh” (Hebrew, ‘Mashsh® ) means

‘drawn out’” or ‘delivered” Third, there was the factor of his education or upbringing. As an adopted son
of an Egyptian princess, Moses received the highest standard of education. He was likely trained in leadership,
both in civil and military administration. Such a wide variety of secular training would prepare him to be a
holistic leader capable of later leading a massive number of his own people. Besides, through divine providence
of having his own mother and sister to nurture him, Moses would receive a Hebrew education as well
Finally, there was the factor of his crises and fallures which would usher him into desert training. His rash
action of murdering an Egyptian and the subsequent experience of rejection by his fellow Hebrews forced him
to leave Egypt and lead a life of a fugitive in the desert of Median. For a lengthy period of 40 years, he
would receive a completely different type of training. He would lead a rigorous nomadic Life, a routine family
life, and a submissive life under the authority of his father-in-law. It was here in the desert that his
character would become refined, He would learn humility, dependence, wisdom, compassion, and perseverance.
Moses had to weit for a long time until God would sovereignly prepare Israel for its deliverance, as well as
Egypt for its judgment. God took his time in well preparing his servant Moses. The depth of foundational and
developmental processing of Moses  life was, thus, a prerequisite to the greatness of his future commission.
