“Resurrection from Death"

The 5th article of the Apostles' Creed--"the third day, He rose again from the dead"--is the most critical statement
which attempts to justify the divine nature and redemptive work of Jesus Christ. If Christ has indeed been resurrected
from death, this would be the most unique of all miracles and thus confirm all that He had claimed regarding Himself
and His mission. But theories abound which attempt to undermine the miracle of Christ's resurrection. The following are
the most common assumptions refuting Christ's resurrection: (1) "swoon theory" - Jesus did not really die in the first
place. He simply fainted due to exhaustion and was later resuscitated by the coolness of the tomb. (2) "stolen body
theory" - Jesus" body was stolen from the tomb by His disciples. Then they deliberately spread the propaganda that
Jesus had resurrected in order to sustain their Messianic cause. (3) "hallucination theory" - In the midst of their
overwhelming sorrow and disillusionment over the death of Jesus, the disciples experienced a sort of hallucination of
Jesus' presence. As a result, they eamestly believed that Jesus had resurrected and naively began to propagate this
news. Underlying such theories, however, is the modemist, rationalistic worldview which makes no room for
supernatural miracles. The fact is that there are overwhelming biblical, historical, and psychological evidences which
point to the reality of the resurrection of Jesus. Perhaps the greatest evidence is the sure testimony (marturion) of
numerous disciples who were wiling to die for their conviction in their resurrected Lord: Peter and the Twelve, James
(brother of Jesus), Paul, and "more than 500 of the brothers at the same time" (vv.5-8). What is absolutely crucial in
Christian life, then, is our faith and conviction in the resurrection of Christ. Apart from Christ's resurrection, there can
be no truth basis for our witnessing. "And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith.
More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have testified about God that he raised
Christ from the dead" (v.15). Apart from Christ's resurrection, there can be no hope of our redemption and victory over
sin. "And if Christ has not been raised, our faith is futile; you are still in your sins. Then those also who have fallen
sleep in Christ are lost. If only for this life we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied more than all men" (wv.17-19).
Ultimately, apart from Christ's resurrection, there can be no resurrection from death for us. "But Christ has indeed been
raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep” (v.20). In other words, apart from Christ's
resurrection, His sacrificial life and death on the cross and our own life and death in Christ would be proven to be
meaningless, since there is no future hope of resurrection and eternal life. But as Paul proclaimed, "But Christ has
indeed been raised from the dead!" (v.20).
