“Holy Spirit"

With the 8th article of the Apostles' Creed, "I believe in the Holy Spirit," our confession in the
Trinity is now complete. However, in comparison to the statements regarding the Father and the
Son, this statement on the Holy Spirit seems too succinct and simplistic. Basically, there is
nothing else stated about the Holy Spirit, except the reality of His being and existence. Perhaps
this is due to the fact that the Holy Spirit operates in a most anonymous and secretive way. He
is sent by the Father through the Son (JIn.14:16; 15:26). His role is to testify to and for the Son
(15:26; 16:13-15). The Holy Spirit works mysteriously in the background or shadow to bring forth
the concrete reality of the person and ministry of Jesus Christ, resulting in fruitfulness and
productivity in the lives of the believers. The confession about the Holy Spirit, then, must be
understood in the context of the previous and the following statements. The Holy Spirit basically
serves the will and purpose of “"God the Father Almighty” through the life, death, resurrection, and
exaltation of "Jesus Christ, His Son, our Lord," in order to administer the grace of Jesus to "the
hoy universal church" in terms of "the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the
resurrection of the body, and the life everasting” In other words, the Holy Spirit cannot be
understood apart from His functional subordination to the Father and the Son and His practical
ministry to the church in general and the believers in specific. The Holy Spirit is a most personal
and integritous being, fully divine (omniscient, omnipotent, omnipresent) and yet most humble and
sacrificial in His service to humanity, particulary to the believers. He is known as the Parakletos
(Advocate, Comforter, Helper) who comes alongside of and dwells within the believers so as to
assist and guide, strengthen and empower, and inspire and transform them so that they may "all
reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to
the whole measure of the fullness of Christ" (Eph.4:13).
